
 
 

 

 

Sequestration and the Impact on State 

Child Welfare Budgets 

 
 

The Budget Control Act passed on August 2
nd

, 2011. This legislation is designed to 

resolve the debate of raising the debt ceiling and includes a requirement for a new budget 

process called sequestration. 

 

Barring any changes, in 2013 there will be a 7.8% across-the-board cut in discretionary 

programs and many mandatory programs. A select group of programs critical to 

providing services to children and families in the child welfare system are exempt from 

these cuts, including IV-E Foster Care and Adoption Assistance, Medicaid, the 

Children’s Health Insurance Program, part of Child Care, Temporary Assistance for 

Needy Families, and the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program.  

 

Many other important funding sources for child welfare services are subject to 

sequestration however including title IV-B part 1, Child Welfare Services, the Promoting 

Safe and Stable Families Program, the Child Care and Development Block Grant, Head 

Start, and the Social Services Block Grant.  

 

What follows is a breakdown by state of the budget impact of sequestration and the 7.8% 

cut in these programs. The funding totals are from the Department of Health and Human 

Services, Administration for Children and Families, Fiscal Year 2013 Justification of 

Estimates for Appropriations Committees. Rounding and calculations were done by 

CWLA.
